ADDITIONAL INFORMATION

1. OHCRA race rules will apply. Crew members must be in good standing with HCRA, OHCRA and their own associations. All canoes must be HCRA weight certified for the 2007 racing season.

2. Start of the race will be on the beach in front of Marshall Rosa’s house and the fmish will be at the orange buoy at Nanakuli Beach Park.

3. First change is twenty minutes after the start!

4. Crews in the Open, Masters 40 and Masters 50 will have nine (9) men and the Masters 55 will have 12 men.

5. All paddlers must have signed waivers on file with OHCRA before participating in this race.

6. Each canoe must have a canvas racing cover.

7. All escort boats must be big enough to be able to carry 12 paddlers or more. A signed escort boat waiver must be turned in no later then Saturday’s registration.

8. Each crew must have an escort boat with a VHF radio to comply with the OHCRA and Coast Guard rules. Channel 71 wifi be monitored by the OHCRA Officials.

9. A radio check will be done in the morning at Maunalua Bay. Failure to check in with the official boat will result in non-participation of that crew.

10. No unofficial entries are allowed on the race course.

11 .Eseort boats are allowed to drop off paddlers on the beach, but, for your safety, we will let you in one at a time! Please wait fill the OHCRA Officials tell you to proceed into the beach area.
