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Touring Kayak Race Course 
This is a 6-mile race that starts off testing a participant's technical paddling skills.   Competitors must enter the marsh soon after the start and weave their way out to the Gunning River and the open bay.  It is a 3-mile paddle to the farthermost southeastern point.  From there, racers head north towards Gulf Point.  The final 2-mile stretch runs west along Conklin Island's bay side.  Participants finish where they started, in front of New Jersey Kayak's 
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Open Class Race Course Surf-skis, racing kayaks & outrigger canoes will also complete a 6-mile race.   However, their course will consist of just two legs.  Participants in this class will paddle east along Conklin Island and bear southeast from Gulf Point out to Sloop Sedge Island. Racers will circumnavigate Sloop Sedge in a counter clockwise fashion and return to the start/finish line in front of New Jersey Kayak's bayside shop.
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Rec. Kayak Race Course This 3-mile course is ideal for the recreational kayak racer.  Most of the course weaves through the marsh of the Edwin B. Forsythe National Wildlife Refuge.   Only the beginning and end of the race consist of short paddles in more open water.   These participants will also start and end in front of New Jersey Kayak's bayside shop.
